Job Loss

Advance Electric, South Burlington

10 Service level jobs lost though a business down-sizing/closing.

Cornell Trading, Inc, Williston

After filing for Chapter 7 in March, 125 positions in Vermont will be lost.  There were over 700 employees in over 75 retail stores nationwide.  

Fletcher Allen Health Care, Burlington

A management restructuring caused the termination of 35 administrative positions at the largest health care facility in Vermont.  It is not predicted that these jobs will be reinstated.

GE Financial (Bombardier Capital), Colchester

GE Financial purchased Bombardier Capital of Colchester, VT on June 1st, 2005 as part of a $2.3 billion dollar acquisition.  In August of 2005 it was announced that the Colchester offices were going to be closing over the course of the next year.  Over 250 jobs will be lost as a result of the closing.

GE Healthcare (IDX), South Burlington

GE Healthcare purchased IDX in 2005, consolidation of its workforce and streamlining of its operations led to the termination of 35 positions in Vermont.

Husky Injection Molding Systems, Inc., Milton

Husky cut 70 jobs in Milton, VT in order to streamline operations.  The jobs were relocated to its Bolton, Ontario campus.

Rossignol Skis (and Dynastar), Williston
Rossignol Skis was acquired by Quiksilver, Inc. mid-2005.  The company is consolidating its sites and relocating Rossignol to be closer to its headquarters in California.  Nearly 90 total jobs at Rossignol and Dynastar (subsidiary of Rossignol) have been lost in Williston as a result.

Specialty Filaments, Inc., Burlington
Specialty Filaments closed its bristle making plant in Burlington plant in September 2005, a loss of about 100 jobs.  SFI moved all of its Vermont operations to its Middlebury location.

York Capacitor, Winooski
York, an electronics manufacturer closed due to increasing competition from abroad.  A South Carolinian company that recently acquired it relocated its 125 jobs to Mexico
